INDIA LIKELY TO GROW AT 6.3% IN FY24

IMF: 50% of world's growth
to come from

New Delhi, October 18

INDIA AND CHINA are pro-
jected to jointly contribute
about half of the world's
growth in both 2023 and
2024, the International Mon-
etary Fund (IMF) said in its lat-
est Regional Economic Out-
look (Asia and Pacific) report.
India’s economy is pro-
jectedtogrowat 6.3%in FY24
and FY25 — the fastestamong
the major economies of the
world, while China’s economy
islikely to growat 5%in 2023
and 4.2% in 2024. The IMF

said that “strong” private
demand yielded positive
growth surprises in the coun-

try.In Q1FY24, India’s econ-
omygrewat 7.8%.The private
financial consumption expen-
diture during the quarter grew
at 6% year-on-year as against
2.8%in Q4FY23.

The upward revision of
India’s FY24 growth forecast
by 20 basis points by the IMF
was done due to resilient
domestic demand and strong
investment inflows, said the
agency. On price pressures,
the IMF noted that in India,
Maldives, and Vietnam, head-
line (CPI) inflation has been
only slightly higher than
before the pandemic period,

without clear troughs or
peaks. For FY24,the IMF has
projected CPIinflation toaver-
age5.5%inFY24and 4.6%in
FY25.The projections forboth
years are 10 basis points
higher than the Reserve Bank
of India’s estimates.

Meanwhile, the multilat-
eral agency projected the
world’s economy to grow at
3% in 2023 and 2.9% in
2024. “Asia and Pacific will
remain the most dynamic
region this year, with growth
expected to rise from 3.9% in
2022 to 4.6% in 2023, the
IMF noted.

Army prepares for winter with

REDEPLOYMENT OF TROOPS

region, The Indian Express has
learnt. Top sources in the gov-
ernment said there will be a
strongdomination of theborder
using the latest surveillance
devices, winter air surveillance
operations by helicopters and
limited patrolling when
required over the next few
months.

With nosubstantive forward
movementinthe 20th round of
militarytalksbetween Indiaand
Chinalastweek,the Armyisnow
preparing forthe fourth consec-
utive winter in eastern Ladakh
since the start of the standoffin
May 2020. Sources said the
redeployment plans as part of
the Army’s winter posture will
entail troops deployed on
smaller satellite posts closing in

tocompanylocationsandalim-
ited reduction in formations
which have been undergoing
training.Asourcein the govern-
ment said plans to reassess the
overall number of troops
deployedarebeing carried outin
the backdrop of increased
deployment of latest platforms
and equipment and overall
improvement in logistics capa-
bility.

“With enhancement of the
military’s airlift capability and
construction of additional
roads, the ability to move
reservesfromonearea tomulti-
ple otherareashasbecome pos-
sible. So, the overall troops
required in the region reduces
as compared to earlier ,” the
source said.
